
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

Training courses for health and safety 
representatives snapshot 2021-22 

 

The Work Health and Safety 
Commission require each provider to 
submit an annual report on the 
delivery of training courses for the 
year ending 30 June. 

In 2021-22, 24 registered training 
organisations (RTO) were accredited to 
provide the training. 

There were 432 training courses 
conducted with 169 of these in the 
non-metropolitan area. The class 
size in non- metropolitan area (12 
persons) was larger than the 
metropolitan area (6 persons). 

The maximum number of health and 
safety representatives (HSRs) trained 
by a single RTO was 909 and the 
minimum number was 4. One 
accredited RTO provided nil training in 
201-22.
